For best performance. l~stall fireplace ne:J.r centre of area 
to be heated. Do not place fireplace where furniture or 
doors Wlll interfere. 

The fireplace Is designed for wall mounting. It can be 
installed Within eighteen inches of the ceiling. For 
minimum clearance to ceillng and floor. see Figure l. 
:--lever vent Into another room or inside a building. always 
to the outside. 

Gas burning heating eqUipment requIre air for 
combustion. Therefore. do not place heater in an 
unventllated tightly dosed room. In bulldings of 
conventional frame or masonrv construction. air 
infiltration normally is adequcite to provtde for 
combustion. ventilatiOn. and drait hood dilution. In areas 
of buildings not fitted With Windows or doors. air should 
be proVided by a permanent opening. and this opening 
must freely communicate wtth interior areas havtng 
adequate InflltraUon from outside. In buUdlngs of 
unusually tight construction. air for combusUon. 
ventUation. and draft hood dilution must be obt31ned 
~m outdoors ot' from spaces freely c:ommunlc:ltlng wtth

Installation of Thermostat: 
1) Remove the two leads from the on/off SWitch at the 

gas control valve and replace with two leads from the 
thermostat.

'/enfing Connections 
The fireplace must be vented to outside in a manner 
determined by installer and SUitable to both local codes 
and ordinances and eGA specilkaUons B 149-1 & B 149­
2. See Figure 1. 

Effective area of vent connector and O'as vent shall be no 
less than a.n=a oi draft hood outlet. ~ 

Vent connector ~d gas vent should be installed so as to 
avoid excesSIve turns or other construction features 
whIch create resistance to flow of flue gases. Honzontal 
section of vent must slope upward a minimum of l,~ inch 
per fOOL 

All portions of the ~as vent must be adequately 
supported for dcsi~n md wClt:ht of matcn:u employcd. 
Listed gas vents must be supported and spaced in 
accon::1ance With their liSl1nAS and manufacturer's 
instructions. 

When ustng a masonry chimney. this inspection 
procedure should be followed:

C-"tamlnc chimney passa~c\Vay to assure it is properly 
constructed. clear and free of obstruCtions. 

21	 Check to insure clcanouts are constructed so thl."V 
wtllremaln t1~htly closed whcn not tn use. Tc..-e ­
fitUngs used as c1t.-anouts shall have U~ht fitUng 
caps to prevent entr::mee of air tnto chimney at those 
points. 

31	 When an extsttn~ masonry chimney 1s unl1ned and 
local c.~pcrtencc tndleatc..-s that ~as condensate may 
be a problem. an approved Uncr or another vent shall 

be installed \Vhen inspection reve31s an e."{isting 
cnimnev is not safe for intended aooiication. it shall 
be rebuilt to confonn to nationall\; recognized 
st~dards. relined with a suitable liner' or re?iaced 
'With a gas vent chimney SUitable for appliances to be 
attached. 

Log Assembly 
I}	 Remove glass and frame assembly by removing ~·o
 

screws at top of frame and liftin~ frame upward to
 
release two hooks at bottom of frame.
 

2)	 Remove log canon and careiully unpack logs and
 
hardware. Inspect the logs.
 

3) REAR LOG - the rear log sits behind burner. Nest this 
log evenly on burner tray log support between two ~'2'. 
(13mm) wtde ne.~ble tabs. Standoff brackets on the 
burner will keep the front of the log 3116- (4.7mml 
away from the burner. Gently fold rear flange of cwo !~ •• 
(13mm) Wide f1e..~ble tabs down onto rear edge of rear 
log to maintain rear log position with knot facing 
upward. Reference - see diagrams (A). (Sl. (C) and (D).

4) FRONT LOG • Front log with cut-out section sits 
between burner runs. Nest this log evenly on burner 
tray log support same as rear log {te. between two 112·' 
wide fle.-uble tabs). Standoif brackets on the burner 
Will keep the front of the log 3/10- (4.7mm) away from 
the burner. Gently fold re:u- flange of two V2- Wide 
fle.~ible tabs down onto rear edge of front log to 
maintain front log position wtth knot faCing upward. 
Reference - see diagrams (AI. (Bl. (e) and COl. 

5) SMALL LOG • the small log Is placed diagonally across 
the top of the rear and front logs. Secure the small log 
by pierc:1ng it. and thereby retaining it to the top of 
the rear and Cront logs by use of the two stainless steel 
pins proVided. Note: The top of the stc:unless steel pins 
may be rotated freely and placed parallcl below bark 
level for inVisible pin installation. See diagram (E).
